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(Abstract]

In April, 2005, St. Luke’s College of Nursing, Master in Nursing Science (MNS) started an “International
Nursing” course. This course was designed based on outcomes of a study regarding competencies of Japanese
international nursing collaborators. The educational goal of this course is to sttengthen competencies of Japanese
nurse’s or midwife’s in the area of international collaborative work in developing countries. Some subjects relating
to International Nursing in our Baccalaureate Program (BNS) began in 1994. With the advent of MNS Interna-
tional Nursing Course the international program is now more progressive and consistent from pre-graduate to the
graduate program. BNS program consists of four subjects: Introduction of International Nursing as a part of intro-
duction of community nursing; Seminar on International Nursing, a part of the Nursing Seminar; Practicum on
International Nursing; and Nursing Reseatch Il or Comprehensive Nursing, to write a thesis or a report on
practice based on each student’s interest. The MINS in International Nursing consists of seven subjects: Interna-
tional Nursing I, as an introduction course of International Nursing focusing on issues and strategies of global
health; International Nursing Seminar I, assessing the health system of the focused country of each graduate
student ; International Nursing II, seminar on exchanging each assessment of health system and issues of several
focused countries; International Seminar II, assessing, planning, and implementing an international collaborative
project for an ongoing project in the northern Pakistan; International Il and Practicam Il focusing on literature
review of the targeted health issues and each graduate student develops a proposal. Progress of this course will be

monitored through class evaluations.
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
